● Read something (book, magazine, online article, comic book) 
of your choice for 15 minutes each day. Place a checkmark in 
each box when this is complete.

● Compare and contrast a normal day vs now with Covid19. 
● Write a historical fiction journal of your day based on a 

particular historical event you have learned in class this year. 
● Create a Nature Bingo card.  Identify 24 possible things in 

Go 
on a nature walk.. 

● What is the probability of flipping a coin and landing on 
“heads?” Flip a coin 30 times and record whether it lands on 
“heads” or “tails” each time. Does your experimental 
probability (the number of times you landed on “heads” 
compared to the total number of flips) match the theoretical 
probability (what “should” happen)? Why do you think the 
results ended up the way they did?

○ You have $1280 in start-up funds, and it costs $80 for 
each dog run and $35 for each cat pen. 

○ You plan to charge $8 per day for boarding each cat 
and $20 per day for each dog. 

Why 
do you think this is the best plan? Based on your plan, 
how much money would you make in a year?
